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Commodore's Cup Race


Two Dayboats joined the Cruisers to sail for the Commodore's Cup (Dayboats) & President's Cup (Cruisers) on 17 July. After some days of strong winds  & torrential showers weather conditions for the races were good, if at times frustrating - the wind WNW to NW F2-3 (occasionally gusting 3-4) had numerous flat patches. These holes, combined with a moderate tide, were sufficient at times to effectively halt progress - inevitably at crucial stages for the individuals affected!


Both classes sailed the Cruiser 'round the cans' long course with Channel Buoy 18 marking the down-river limit & 39 (Turf) upstream.  The Dayboat race ended with Mike Bourne sailing single-handed in his Dabber, Miss Amy a deserved winner by a big margin. Pula, helmed by your scribe with Belinda Mahoney crewing, had a good first beat to reach the mark (31) in 3rd or 4th place overall. Miss Amy came back strongly, carrying a good private breeze on the first reach from 31 to 25, & led comfortably at the downstream turn.  Pula challenged with a good windward leg after standing-on towards the Starcross shore after rounding, crossed Mike narrowly approaching 27.  Pula's breakthrough was short-lived alas, (for your scribe & his crew),as Miss Amy regained the lead on the subsequent tack to clear 27 & 29, never to be challenged on the reach to 33, subsequent windward legs up-channel  to Turf & a soldier's wind back to the finish. We managed to keep up with the big boys round buoy 25 but lost it on the way to 18, where we fell into a hole & almost stopped. There are times when having an engine has its advantages but not this day! 


The wind picked up slightly as we tried goose-winging towards our mark. Rounding 18 to starboard & then back the way we had just come. Passing 25 to starboard & then onto 27 - 29. Here again we had a bit of a problem having to tack several times to pass buoy 29 to starboard. However from here on we made good ground & were catching up fast.  Martin was hell-bent on catching up Helena & was revelling in the fact that she seemed to be having difficulty in making 35 from 20. Having passed 35, Don seemed to take off at a great rate of knots healing well before rounding 39 to port at Turf. 


Using Jose’s shallow draft to our advantage we headed out further North from the rest of the pack of five cruisers & two day boats from 20 to lay G 35 without additional tacking.  We met Helena on her way back from Turf & expected that having made the turn ourselves we would slow down with the wind expected to be almost behind us on the way back to 20 & then to 33 & to the finish line.  However the wind freshened & we had a good sail on a broad reach back to the finish 2:05:50 after the start.
